Truth is comprehended not only in the process of knowledge,
but also in the process of contemplation.

v the versatility of truth: different views are only different aspects of truth.
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v" anthropological perfectionism: the ultimate goal of each individual should be
the improvement of himself;

v’ specificity: an attempt to answer questions that relate to the most significant
aspects of a person’s being as a special being.

v the lack of integrity of Eastern philosophy;

v introversion: orientation to the inner world of man;

v irrationality;

v patriarchal character;

v’ conservatism, traditionalism.

Great,
infinite time has the value of an inexorable fate, against the solution of which nothing
can stand in the world; it cannot be propitiated, its sentences are unchangeable and
adamant. Infinite space is passionless and inaccessible to any disturbances.

His teaching is dualistic. The Universe is the arena of the cosmic battle, the
eternal struggle between the two primeval forces — Asha, the bright deity Ahura
Mazda, that is “truth”, “good”, *“creation”, and Ahriman, the evil spirit of Angra
Mainyu that is “lie”, “evil”, “destruction”. They are representatives of the higher,
spiritual and lower, material beginnings in the world. The symbol of Asha is fire, the
“original light of God.” He is the benefactor of man and the exterminator of all
impure.

The goal of humanity is to support Asha with the help of active participation in
life, creativity, the implementation of good thoughts, words and deeds. The best way
to fight Angra Mainyu is to be joyful, as despondency is a sign of his victory.

The purpose of Jainism is spiritual development through the extension of
wisdom and self-control.

The source of the existence of the real world is four elements: air, fire, water,
earth, which are perceived by means of sensations. Space and time are added here, as
well as special reasons for movement and rest. (dharma and adharma).

All living organisms have souls: both animals and plants. The lower souls only
feel, the higher have five senses and cognize. The soul lives in the body, is limited by
its capabilities and suffers with it. The soul can gain happiness, but Karma prevents
it.

The world is driven by a universal law, but not by the will of the creator-God.
There is no God. God’s place is occupied by sages - tirthankaras, who possess
omniscience and omnipotence.

“Three pearls” of Jainism: perfect perception or vision of the truth, perfect
knowledge and perfect behavior.

Proper behavior is to refrain from injustice, lies, theft, excessive sensuality.
The main thing is to sympathize with all living beings and remember about your own
imperfections, to recognize the right of others to their own point of view.

The symbol of Jainism is a set of emblems, each of which has a deep meaning. The
outline of the symbol is the universe (loka). The lower part of the figure represents
the seven hells, the middle stands for the Earth and other planets, and the upper - the
heavenly worlds of the gods. Raised hand means “stop.” The word in the center of the
circle is “nonviolence.” The four hands-swastika remind one that he can be born in
any of the four destinations: gods, people, animals (including birds, insects, and
plants) and hellish creatures. Three dots above the swastika symbolize the Three
Jewels of Jainism. At the very top is a small arc. This is the abode of the siddhas, the
final place for rest of the liberated souls. The point above is siddha. To reach this
state, the soul must destroy all the bounded with it karma.

He considered true knowledge as such that obtained in the process of practical
activity and opposed the concept of «innate knowledge». Mozi was the founder of the
school of Mohism, where problems of logic and theory of knowledge were
developed. All things were objective and independent of human consciousness.

The human consciousness arises as a result of the activity of the senses and
thinking.

(“The Book of the Way and Virtues™).

The main idea — the concept of “dao” — the essence of things that do not allow
outside interference, “heavenly will” or “pure non-existence.” It is the universal Law
and the Absolute; nature, the objective world. “Tao” is nourished by some universal
force, principle, way of being (“De”), which induces a person to release life force
from the fetters of everyday life.

Nature, human life and society obey the natural law, dao is the law of all
things, which, together with the substance “li”, meaning air, ether, forms the basis of
the world.

There is nothing permanent and unchanging
in the world, since everything is on the way,
everything moves and changes, everything
develops and transforms. Things are constantly
turning into their opposite in accordance with the
principles of “yin” and “yang.” “Yin” is negative,
dark, feminine, passive, weak, etc. “Yang” is positive, bright, masculine, active,
strong, etc. The struggle of two opposing forces is the source of the movement of the
surrounding world, the “dao”. -

If the natural law of “dao” is violated, then
misfortunes occur. People should not violate the law
of “Tao”, so they should strive not for action, but for
calm. Contemplation is the basis of knowledge.

Everything should go on its own.

The spirit of man perishes along with the body, dissolving in the world. Death
can be avoided by the person who will be able to merge with Tao, will enter into
absolute harmony with nature.

Interest in the theoretical clarification of the picture
of the world, cosmology, physics, astronomy decreases.
Philosophers are interested in questions of happiness. Philosophy
becomes an activity and a system of thoughts that frees a person
from unreliability, deceitfulness, fear and anxiety, which fill the
life.

Roman -1B.C.-VAD.
The merger of ancient Greek and Roman philosophies. The
convergence of philosophy, philosophers and state institutions.
Increased attention to the problems of man, society and the state,
to the maximum spiritual development of the individual. The
flowering of aesthetics. The predominance of idealism over
materialism.

Was the supporter of the development of the Greek city-states. He belived, that
tribal customs and traditions should give way to the action of laws, established in the
states that must be respected in society.

He considered the aristocracy — “the rule of the best” the ideal of the
government.

Heraclitus was the opponent of the democracy, which he understood as the rule
of “silly and the worst.” He despised people and did not want to manage them.

Laid the foundations of rationalism and ontology.

They were supporters of idealistic dialectic (dialectical idealism).

Metaphysical orientation was combined with elements of the natural and
philosophical worldview.

The main philosophical principle is “deny, rethink.”

Sophists (from the Greek language — “wise men, experts”) — a group of
ancient Greek enlighteners who taught primarily rhetoric — various types of reception
and refutation, the art of wrangling and winning in it. They can be also called
professional philosophers, because sophists taught for a fee logic, oratory, and other
disciplines to those who wish.

Particular attention was paid to the ability to persuade and prove any point of
view (even incorrect).

Features of their philosophy:

v the turn from natural philosophical problems to man, society and everyday
problems;

v the denial of old norms and past experiences, critical attitude to religion;

v 'man was considered to be “the measure of all things”: free and independent
of nature;

v’ creation of prerequisites for the emergence of formal logic;

v contributed the development of the European style of thinking;
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v the desire to equip a strong personality with the knowledge necessary for a
political or intellectual struggle.

Changed the social values: intellectual activity supplanted sport, and the
cultural hero is not Hercules, but the sage teacher. The beauty of speech was judged
by its sophistication, brightness and excessiveness.

Sophists did not create a single philosophical doctrine, but they aroused interest
in philosophy, critical thinking and the human person.

1. consists of a dozen dialogues, the most significant of them — “Socrates’ Apology”,
“Protagoras”, “Gorgias” and “Meno.”

2. works, where the theory of the ildea is stated in its original form: “Republic”,
“Phaedo.”

3. works that could be called “critical”, where plato is reviewing his doctrine,
showing that there should be made some changes: “Parmenides”, “Sophist”,
“Statesman.”

4. works, setting the doctrine in its latest form: “Philebus”, “Timaeus

Prudence, or practical wisdom, is to correctly establish
what is good and what is evil for man. Wisdom as “Sophia” consists in the
knowledge of reality, which lies on the other side of man, above him, and this is
theoretical science, metaphysics.

The benefit of a single person is by nature the same as the benefit of the city-
state.

To be a citizen, one should take part in the management, adoption of laws that
implement justice. Therefore, neither a resident of a colony, nor another conquered
city, nor an artisan, nor even free ones, can be citizens unless they have the necessary
free time to manage their state. The number of citizens is very limited.

A slave is “a tool preceding and defining other tools”.

The state must have different forms, different constitutions. The Constitution is
a structure that gives form and order to the state.

Power can come from one person, from a few, from the majority. The one who
governs, manages according to: 1) with a common good 2) his own interest.
Therefore, there are three correct forms of government: 1) monarchy, 2) aristocrary,
3) “polity”; and three incorrect: 1) tyrany, 2) oligarchy, 3) democracy.

By “democracy” Aristotle understanded a form of government that, while
neglecting the common good, in an unhealthy manner, indulges the interests of the
poor, not only materially buy also in the spiritual sense of the word.

Polity is the best of the forms.

He formulated logical laws: the law of identity, the law of contradiction, the
law of excluded third. Developed a doctrine on syllogism, considered all sorts of
inferences.

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Cynicism is a famous school of philosophy of ancient Greece.
Cynics were thinkers who believed that a person should not be enslaved by
established prejudices in society, should not try to be in line with outside opinion.

obtaining absolute freedom through the rejection of public life;
voluntary rejection of material goods;
wandering, lack of a permanent home, satisfaction of basic needs
through begging;
neglect of hygiene, preference for the worst living conditions;
praise of praise;

severe criticism of 1dealistic teachings;
non-recognition of the power ot man and gods; b

lack of patriotism and cosmopolitan views;
tfocus on the human evil of others, criticize the worst human traits.

The ideals of the cynical life are self-sufficiency, apathy and indifference to
everything.

Cynic philosophy found supporters among people who had lost hope for a
bright future, realized the injustice of laws, people, who were disillusioned by the
promises of politicians

The founder of the teaching, Antisthenes, taught his followers to distinguish
between “their own” and “others”. According to the sage, only his inner freedom can
be a blessing for a person, but not his property. The main ethical principle of the
Cynics was the virtue, which was considered the only good. In turn, the source of evil
was a vice. Everything else, in addition to these concepts, was indifferent to the sages
of the school of philosophy.

Cynics believed that members of society were divided into foolish and wise.
The first were slaves who did not have their own opinion and consciousness,
deprived of good, true joy in life. The sages were those who had renounced
everything. They owned true freedom and independence. A clever person did not live
according to written laws, but relied on internal ethics.

The human mind was considered as the only deity. Everything else was
perceived as a product of fantasy, as well as errors and limitations.

Diogenes
of Sinope
412 - 323 B.C.
the Greek philosopher, Cynic

No writings of Diogenes have survived. The main sourse of information about
Diogenes of Sinope — “Lives and Opinions of Eminent Philosophers”, Diogenes
Laertius. He reported that there had been 14 philosophical works of Diogenes of
Sinope, among which were “On Virtue”, “On Good” and others.

He lived in a clay barrel, “pithos”, where he usually kept grain, oil and wine.
He used his cloak also to sleep on it. He carried food in his bag, for sleeping, eating
and conversation any place was suitable for him.

A person who lives in accordance with his mission, who is above all external,
above all social prejudices, above the whims of fate, knows how to find his own and
unique nature with which he agrees, which means he is happy. The task of Diogenes
was to show that a person had everything to be happy at his disposal, if he understood
the requirements of his nature.

As a model of life, he considered the life of a mouse that did not look for a
place to sleep, was not afraid of darkness or anything else: without a goal and without
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unnecessary worries and fears.
He practiced extreme asceticism and despised

His statements about the uselessness of mathematics, physics, astronomy,
music, the absurdity of metaphysical constructions are known.

The philosophy of Diogenes contrasted the passion with reason, judicial laws
with the laws of nature.

All knowledge arises from sensations through the perceptions of objects of
nature, to which he also has attributed the images of fantasy. Perceptions arise as a
result of the penetration of the “images” of things into us. These images are separated
from the surface of things and move with the speed of thought. If they enter the
senses, they give a real sensory perception, but if they penetrate the pores of the
body, they give a fantastic perception. Concepts, or general representations, are
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formed on the basis of single representations. Both perception and general

representation always faithfully reflect the world around us. Therefore, they are the

criteria for knowledge. Errors and mistakes arise only when a person attributes the
idea to the wrong reality, i.e. the source of errors is the mind.

Atoms are inherently free: under the gravity,
atoms move either in a straight line or randomly, and in
this case random deviations and collisions occur. The
concept of atom deflection is the basis for the concept
of human freedom.

The soul is an aggregate of atoms. The atoms

are air-like and moving form an illogical part of
the soul. Others, without a specific name, form a
rational part of the soul. The soul is not eternal and is
subjected to destruction and death.
8 Man is a spiritual composition in the
composition of the body. Death is the breakdown of
these compounds; nothing is left of man. Death is not terrible in
itself, because at the moment of its appearance we are not able to feel
anything, and so after death, when the soul, like the body, disintegrates; There is
absolutely nothing left. Finally, death does not take away anything from life, because
the absolute perfection of pleasure is not provided in the plan of eternity.

The foundations of Epicurus’s physics can be formulated as follows: 1)
“Nothing is born from non-being”, because, otherwise, it would be necessary to
recognize that something can arise without a generating seed, and also that something
disintegrates into nothing, and recognize the disappearance of everything. Nothing
fails to born out of nothing and never disappears for good. 2) The whole reality is
formed of two components: bodies and emptiness. Emptiness is not non-being. The
existence of bodies is proved by the senses themselves. 3) Reality is infinite. If the set
of bodies were finite, then they would be lost in infinite space, and if the void was
finite, it could not accommaodate infinite bodies. 4) “Bodies” are complex and simple,

= “All other virtues have come from prudence:
¢ it teaches that one cannot live pleasantly, not
¢ living rationally, morally and justly, and,
¢ conversely, one cannot live rationally,
¢ morally and justly, without living pleasantly.”
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Ethics is the only area that deserves serious consideration.

Happiness is pleasure. Pleasure is the criterion of good. But a person should
not indulge in any pleasures indiscriminately. He should be guided by the principle of
prudence, only in this case he will get true pleasure.

True pleasure is “the absence of physical suffering,” or the equanimity of the
soul, “ataraxia.” To achieve them, it is important to distinguish: 1) natural and
necessary pleasures, associated with the preservation of the life of the individual;
excludes from them the enjoyment of love, because it considers it a source of anxiety;
2) natural, but not necessary, in excess of natural needs: fine food and drinks, elegant
clothes, etc.; 3) pleasures are neither natural nor necessary: forms of human vanity,
vain desires for luxury, power, glory. Objectively achievable and satisfying are the
pleasures of the first type, the second must be limited, and the third - avoided in every
way.

All people are equal, because everyone is equally thirsty for the spiritual world
and peace, everyone has the right for this.

Political life is fundamentally unnatural, and therefore leads to endless
anxieties, hinders the achievement of ataraxia, and, therefore, happiness. Political life
does not enrich a person, but is disorienting, separating people.

Friendship remains the only effective one, a binding union of free people,
equally feeling, living and thinking, of all the connections between individuals.
Friendship is also from the useful sphere, but it is the sublime useful.

Stoicism is a philosophical school, which arose in Athens c. 300 BC in the
days of early Hellenism and retained influence until the end of the ancient world.

There are three main periods in the history of Stoicism: Ancient (Elder) Stoa
(end of IV BC - mid 1l BC), Middle (Il - 1 BC), New (I - 111 AD).

v" Three-part structure of philosophy (logic, physics, ethics).

Logic is the study of internal and external speech. It is divided into two parts:
the study of reasoning in the form of continuous speech (rhetoric) and the study of the
movement of speech in the form of questions and answers (dialectics).

Logic contains the doctrine of the signified (on concepts, judgments and
conclusions) and the doctrine of the signifier (on words and signs).

The purpose of logic is to work out the criterion of truth. The basis of
knowledge is in sensation. Ideas arise on the basis of these. The true idea for the stoic
is not only feeling, but also sympathy, that is, agreement, approval from the logos on
what is already in the soul. A guarantee of
truth can only be “catalepsis” — a lively
image, understanding the presentation.

v' Being is only that which is capable to act and suffer, and this is only the
body: “being and the body are one and the same.” The virtues are bodily, vices, good,
truth.

There are two principles of being: “active” (form or forming principle) and
“passive” (matter). They are inseparable from each other. Form is the divine mind,
logos, God.

v" Unity and integrity of nature. Nature has a form (soul).

“God pervades into the reality, it is the intellect, the soul, the nature ...” The
Stoics identify their God with “creative fire”, with heraclite lightning that governs
everything, with “pneuma” (mixture of fire and air), “fiery breath”, hot air. Fire is the
beginning, heat, without which nothing is born, does not grow, is the condition of any
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form of life.

There is a creating fire, and there is also fire that devours, sizzles and destroys.
There is only one conclusion: the fire creates and destroys; at the end of time, a world
fire will come, in the fire of which the cosmos will burn, the world will be cleansed,
only the flame will remain. A new world will be reborn on the ashes, everything will
happen again.

v" The doctrine of “intelligent seeds”: the world and everything in the world is
born from a unique material substrate, qualitatively formed from an immanent Logos,
capable of being objectified in an infinite number of things. Logos is the seed of all
things. God coincides with the cosmos.

Incorporeal devoid of being: it can neither act nor suffer. Therefore, all
universals, as well as “place”, “time”, “infinite” are incorporeal.

There is a more general principle than being, “something” which everything
obeys.

v' Concept of providence. It is revealed as “fatum”, “fate”, inevitable
Necessity. Fatum is a series of irreversible causes, a natural order of inviolable
plexuses that binds all things and creatures together. Like the Logos, it justifies
everything: what has happened, what happens, what will happen. Everything is
inevitable and necessary, because it depends on the Logos, everything is destined by
Providence, even the most insignificant.

v" The true freedom of a sage is in coordination of his own will with what Fate
wants, to rationally make sense of it.

v" In the world structure, a person occupies a dominant position. He consists
not only of the body, but also of the soul, which is a fragment of the cosmic soul, but
the soul is physical, i.e. it is fire and pneuma. The soul permeates the entire physical
organism, filling it with the breath of life.

The soul is divided into eight parts: the central, governs, coincides with the
mind; five other parts correspond to the five senses, the sixth is responsible for the
sound of speech; seventh and eighth — for the birth.

The soul experiences death in the body. The souls of the sages live until the
next world fire.

v" The goal of life is to achieve happiness. Happiness is in following nature.

The fundamental characteristic of the existence of living beings is gravity,
appropriation, reconciliation. In plants and vegetative structures, this tendency is
unconscious, in animals it is manifested in the form of instinct. For a person to live in
accordance with nature means to be in harmony with oneself, to be present in being
with everything that ensures its growth. Man is not just a living being, but also a
rational one.

True good for man is only virtue, true evil is only vice. In relation to things, the
Stoics do not apply the characteristics of “good” and “evil”, for the latter are the
moral concepts related to Logos. Therefore, everything that relates to the physical is
morally indifferent. Life, health, beauty, death, disease, deformity, poverty - are
morally indifferent.

It is an attempt to give a person confidence in himself, the opportunity to get
used to the idea that good and evil always have only internal nature, never come from
outside, but depend on a person’s attitude to neutral things and events.

Everything is recognized as positive, contributing to life and its growth both at
the physical and biological levels. Things positive in terms of nature such as health,
strength, endurance, the Stoics called values. The opposite, negative in nature, was
interpreted as of little value. Everything, while remaining morally indifferent, is
subject to distinction as having or having no value. A second distinction is born
between things that are neutrally preferred and neutrally rejected.

v' Human actions, verified by the Logos, consistent with nature, rationally
correct and morally perfect - this is a duty. Most people are not capable to behave
morally perfect, because rational perfection is possible only through mastering
philosophy.

v" A person is considered to be a “sociable animal.”

v' Society arises naturally.

v" All people are capable to attain virtue: man is by definition free; no one is a
slave by nature. A slave is an ignoramus, for he is at the mercy of his delusion. All
people, regardless of gender, social status or ethnic origin, are equal in the most
natural way.
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v The doctrine of "apathy." The passions from which misfortune is born, are
almost always the essence of the mistakes of the passering mind or their
consequences. These mistakes are meaningless to temper, restrain, limit: they should
be eliminated, destroying, annihilating, eradicating them. The sage, caring for the
logos, its purity and correctness, does not allow even the birth of passions in his
heart. “Apathy” is the avoidance of passions that disturb the majestic peace of the
soul. Passion is sadness, fear, lust and pleasure. Happiness is apathy, passionlessness
and fearlessness.

Neo-Platonism is the direction of ancient Greek philosophy, based on the
ideas of Plato, including the ideas of Aristotle and elements of Eastern teachings.

They sought to give everything that exists, including the Cosmos as a whole a
philosophical picture. The existing is arranged hierarchically.

The highest place in the hierarchy belongs to the One-Good. The one "flows
out”, forming the Mind, the World Mind. This outpouring, or emanation, is not a kind
of material process. The World Mind includes numbers and ideas in their systemic
interconnected form, it is the prototype of all things. The emanation of Mind leads to
the World Soul, which expresses everything animate, it produces all living things.
Everything that moves forms Cosmos. The lower form of being is matter, which is
not active itself and perceives possible forms and meanings..

The main task of a person is to think deeply, to feel his place in the structural
hierarchy of being. Good (Boon) comes from above, from the One, evil - from below,
from matter.

Neo-Platonists see harmony and beauty everywhere, the One-Benefit is
actually responsible for them. Neoplatonism was able to give a rather synthetic
picture of the modern then ancient society.

This was the last flowering of ancient philosophy.

Clarified the teachings of Plato, whom he deeply respected.

The world consists of three elements. The first is the main element — the First
One, God or Good. He is present in all. The second element is Nous (“higher
intellectual principle”, “Spirit”). Nous is the light by which the First One sees
himself. The third element is the Soul, which, although lower than nous, is the creator
of all living: it created the Sun, the Moon, the stars, and the entire visible world. She
Is the offspring of Divine Intelligence. There is an inner soul, persistently striving for
a nous, and another, which is turned outward.

Soul is “one-and-many”, Spirit - “one-many”, Initially - only One, bodies are
always plural.

The soul is hierarchical and has two dimensions - horizontal and vertical. There
Is a “higher Soul,” which is in close union with the Spirit. There is the “Soul of all”,
creative force, the creator of the physical universe. Nature forms the border with the
"Soul of All" reality. Particular souls animate bodies.

Matter is not born by the Supreme Soul, but constitutes its edge, the extremity
of the Soul of the universe. Matter needs a Soul that forms it, connects it with being.

The physical world is born in such a way: 1) first, the Soul assumes matter,
which is on the periphery of the light circle, where twilight sets in; 2) then this matter
Is given a form that illuminates, as far as possible, matter, darkness. The physical
world is a mirror of forms that, in turn, shape Ideas, and therefore the whole world is
a form, everything is a logos.

The visible world is beautiful and is the abode of blessed spirits; it is only less
good than the intellectual world.

A person is in a fundamental way the soul, and all kinds of life activities
depend on his soul.

Glossary

Accident — random, transient, temporary, non-essential property. Aristotle was the
first who introduced the concept of “accident”.

Apeiron — a term introduced by the ancient Greek philosopher Anaximander to
designate the infinite in space and time, without qualitative material origin, which is
in perpetual motion, highlighting the opposites — warm and cold, in the struggle of
which qualitatively defined bodies arise. In the philosophy of Pythagoreanism,
apeiron is a finite, indefinite, shapeless beginning, together with its opposite
beginning — “feature” is the basis of all things.

Aporia — the difficulty in solving the problem associated with the contradiction
between the data of observation and attempts to mentally analyze them.

Aristocracy — the most privileged class or the highest tribal nobility in slave and
feudal societies, as well as a form of government in which the aristocracy has full
power in the country.

Asceticism — moral principle, which consists in the extreme limitation of a person’s
needs, self-denial, his refusal of life's benefits and pleasures with the aim of self-
improvement or the attainment of a moral or religious ideal.

Ataraxia — the concept of ancient Greek ethics about peace of mind as the goal and
form of behavior to which people should strive. As the highest ideal of life, ataraxia
Is associated with the inner freedom of the individual, liberation from suffering.

Autarky — the policy and ideology aimed at separating the economy of one state or

group of states from the economy of other countries, aims to create a closed
economic system focused on self-sufficiency.
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Being — a philosophical category denoting: 1) everything that really exists; 2) what
exists as true in contrast to the visible; 3) reality that exists objectively, outside and
independently of human consciousness; 4) the general way of human existence.

Canon — in art it is a set of well-established norms, rules and principles of artistic
creativity, characteristic of a number of areas of art, mainly ancient and medieval.

Catalepsis — a “notion” (Zeno of Elea)

Catharsis — in ancient Greek philosophy it was interpreted as the purification of the
soul from passions, sensual aspirations, associated with the enjoyment of the
purification of the soul under the influence of art.

Cosmopolitanism — feature of the worldview, which is characterized by upholding
the need to replace national citizenship with world one.

Cosmos — the same as Universe.

Demagogy — a means of influencing the masses by misleading them with unfulfilled
slogans, intentional distortion of facts.

Demiurge — in idealistic philosophy, the creative principle, in particular in the
philosophy of Plato and in the mysticism of Neo-Platonism, is the creator of the
Universe, in theology - God.

Democracy — a form of government characterized by the presence of representative
institutions and the participation of the public in government, the proclamation of
political freedoms and equality of citizens.

Determinism — materialistic doctrine of universal objective conditionality of the
phenomena of nature, society and the human psyche, in particular freedom. The main
thing in determinism is the provision on causality as such of the connection of
phenomena, in which one phenomenon (cause) under certain conditions gives birth to
another (action).

Dialectics — art of conversation, controversy. In the ancient Greek sense - the art of
controversy, a logical method of establishing the truth by identifying and overcoming
contradictions in the judgments of the opponent.

Divinity — the same as theology.

Eclecticism — in a broad sense it is a combination of heterogeneous, organically
incompatible elements in one teaching, unprincipledly borrowed from opposing
concepts.
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Emanation - the term introduced by ancient philosophers, meaning the ascent of the
lower forms of being from higher being, the only universal inviolable beginning.

Entelechy — in the philosophy of Aristotle, the internal goal of the movement,
embedded in a hidden form in each being to its accomplishment; active beginning.
With this concept, Aristotle tried to connect the beginning of the movement with his
achieved result.

Ethics — philosophical science, where morality is the object of study.

Homeomeria — a term introduced by Aristotle to refer to the concept of elementary
principle; in Anaxagoras - the seeds, the smallest element from which all the bodies
“grow”. Fascinated with the idea of “everything in everything”.

Idealism — the philosophical direction opposite to materialism, which tries to prove
that spirit, consciousness, thinking, the ideal are primary, and being, nature, and
material are secondary.

Isonomy — is equal to all law, or equality before the law. The main principle of
atomists.

Logics — the science of laws, forms and methods of thinking that ensure the
achievement of objective truth in the process of reasoning and cognition.

Logos — the term of ancient Greek philosophy, was used in the meanings of “word”,
“meaning”, “judgment”, *“proportionality”, *“basis”, “reason” and acquired the
meaning of objective regularity, necessity. It was used to denote “meaning” and at the
same time to denote a word, a concept as an internal structure of being. The term was
introduced into the philosophy of Heraclitus.

Maieutics — Socrates produced this cognitive method, compared his activity, which
helps to give the birth of truth, with the art of the midwife. The method of Socrates
was based on the opinion that true knowledge is contained in general concepts that
can be learned through maieutics.

Materialism — the scientific philosophical direction opposite to idealism, which in
the solution of the basis of the question of philosophy proceeds from the fact that
nature, being, matter are primary, and consciousness, thinking, spirit are secondary.

Matter — philosophical category to refer to objective reality, which is given to man in
sensations.
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Metaphysics — a term that arose in connection with the classification of Aristotle’s
philosophical heritage and denoted a section of his doctrine, which refers to entities,
the highest immutable beginnings of all things, which in his opinion are inaccessible
to experimental knowledge and comprehended only speculatively. In the history of
philosophy, the term was used to refer to philosophical doctrines about the
supersensitive, not accessible to experience, the beginnings of existence.

Metempsychosis — religious and philosophical term that refers to the reincarnation of
the soul from one body to another. First introduced by Diodorus Siculus.

Monarchy — a form of government in which state power is fully or partially
concentrated in the hands of the only head of state — the monarch, mostly hereditary.

Octave — a musical interval in which the ratio frequency between the sounds is one to
two.

Oligarchy — political and economic domination, power, the rule of a small group of
people. The term was first introduced by Plato and Aristotle in the 5-4 centuries. BC.
to designate one of the worst, in their opinion, forms of government, when “the rich
rule and the poor do not participate in the management”.
Ontology — philosophical doctrine of the origin of being.

Panpsychism — the idealistic doctrine, which proclaims the psyche, the soul as a
common property of nature.

Pantheism — philosophical and religious doctrine, according to which God is an
impersonal being, spilled throughout nature, identical with it or with its substance.

Patriarchal — faithful to old traditions, traditional.

Perfectionism — the conviction that perfection, both one’s own and that of other
people, is the goal to which one should strive.

Polity — the power of the majority; The form of government in which power belongs
to the majority in general (according to Aristotle). It combines the best parties of the
oligarchy and democracy, but has no their disadvantages.

Polytheism — the worship of many gods.

Quart — from the Latin - fourth; musical interval.

Quint — musical interval width of five degrees, denoted by the number 5.
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Syllogism - deductive reasoning, in which their third judgment - conclusion is
derived due to two judgments.

Theology — the doctrine of God, built on the basis of logical and scholastic
interpretations of “sacred scripture”, which is considered to be divinely inspired,
divine revelation.

Timocracy — a special form of oligarchy in ancient Greece, the rule according to
which state power belonged to a privileged majority with a high property
qualification.

Tyranny — a form of state power, established by force and based on a single rule.

Universe — the surrounding world, boundless in time and space, is infinitely diverse
in the forms that matter takes in its development.
